“Ezra…stood on a platform…which they had made for the purpose.”
Ne 8:4 NKJV

PLATFORMS

Standing on a specially built platform within Jerusalem’s newly built walls, Ezra the
scribe read God’s Word to the people for six hours. As he read it they wept, wor-

shipped, and went home rejoicing. Think: God’s Word is so powerful that all you have to
do is expose people to it and their lives are changed. Notice the words, “Ezra…stood on
a platform…they had made for the purpose.” When the printing press was invented, one
of the first books produced was the Bible. It gave birth to the Reformation, influenced the
Industrial Revolution, and changed the world. Now fast-forward to the age of the Internet.
Today we have a “platform” capable of reaching every level of society, all the way to the
most remote corners of the earth. Instead of complaining about the garbage on the Inter-
net, become an Internet evangelist, teacher, counselor, or encourager. Don’t let the Enemy
monopolize it! “Those who turn many to righteousness [will shine] like the stars forever and
ever” (Da12:3 NKJV). A geologist-turned-missionary was asked by a large oil company to
go to work for them in the country where he ministered. His annual salary would be more
than he’d make in his entire lifetime as a missionary. But he said no. When they asked,
“Isn’t the salary big enough?” he replied, “The salary’s big enough; the job isn’t!” Jesus
said, “When I have been lifted…I will draw all people toward me” (Jn12:32 GWT). And we
have been given a platform to reach the world—let’s use it! 

TUESDAY SEPTEMBER 2

“Don’t be afraid…I am with you.” Isa 41:10 NLT
CONFRONT YOUR FEAR (1) 

There are different kinds of fear. There’s the kind that warns you to stay away from fire.
There’s the kind that cultivates respect for God (See Ps 2:11). Oswald Chambers said,

“When you fear God, you don’t have to fear anything else.” There’s fear that makes you
feel helpless; sometimes it’s rooted in parental criticism or a bully’s threats, and although
it’s groundless, it still haunts you. There’s the fear of failing, which if left unchallenged be-
comes the father of failure. Job said, “What I feared has come upon me” (Job 3:25 NIV).
There’s fear of the unknown where your imagination runs amok. What if you never meet
the “right person,” or you lose your job, or the biopsy confirms the worst? Over and over
in His Word God says, “Don’t be afraid…I am with you.” Paul Tournier notes: “Life and
faith always insist on moving on—and I cannot move forward without leaving something
behind. The trapeze artist must let go of one trapeze at precisely the right moment and
hover in the void before grabbing the other. Faith calls us out of our comfort zone…to learn
new skills and minister in different ways.” But we get uptight. We think, “What if God asks
me to do something I can’t do? Or I don’t have the strength, wisdom, or faith?” If you were
relying on your own resources, you’d be in trouble. But the fact is, “God…knew you and
chose you” (1Pe 1:2 NLT). Every time you meet a new challenge He strengthens you by
proving that He not only supplies the tools, but is responsible for the outcome.

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FRIDAY SEPTEMBER 5

“Master…because you say so, I will.” Lk 5:5 NIV
“MASTER”

The disciples were overwhelmed by a sense of failure: “We have toiled all night and
caught nothing” (v.5 NKJV). Look at them, washing their nets—the last thing fishermen

do before they pack up and head for home. And that’s when Jesus showed up! He waits
until you’ve reached the end of your rope, then He steps in. Why? Because as long as you
think you can solve the problem on your own, you won’t reach for Him. Do you feel over-
whelmed by failure today? Are you saying, “Lord, I tried so hard, but look at my marriage,
my finances, my career. I’ve been mistreated and overlooked. Perhaps they’re right about
me; maybe I’m not supposed to be blessed.” No, Jesus can turn your situation around if
you’ll go to Him and say what Peter said: “Master…because you say so, I will.” Obedience,
even when it doesn’t seem to make sense, is what leads to blessing. Notice what happened
next: “They caught such a large number of fish that their nets began to break” (v. 6 NIV).
On the other side of your decision to obey God waits a blessing so great that it’ll also
touch the lives of those around you. One word changed everything—“Master.” It’s an ex-
pression of worship. It’s an acknowledgment that He’s in control of the circumstances
you’re facing. Master over weakness. Master over fear. Master over lack. Go ahead and say
it: “Master, take control of things. Better still, take control of me.” Jesus had bigger things
in mind for the disciples. After this miracle we read, “They…left everything and followed
him” (v.11 NIV). 

SATURDAY SEPTEMBER 6

“Seek his will in all you do, and he will show you which path to take.”
Pr 3:6 NLT 

RECOGNIZING AND WALKING IN GOD’S WILL (1)

Nothing matters more than recognizing and walking in God’s will. When you don’t
know His will, it can be a real source of insecurity. Knowing you’re walking in His

will enables you to rise above the challenges life throws at you. The question is, does God
intend us to know His will? If not, why bother searching? Let His Word settle the issue
once and for all: “Seek his will in all you do, and he will show you which path to take.”
There’s no vagueness there! “The Lord directs the steps of the godly. He delights in every
detail of their lives” (Ps 37:23 NLT). God’s will addresses even your smallest concern. So
what do you need to discern it? Let’s consider some practical Bible principles: 

There’s no room for two wills. If you want God’s will, you must be prepared to sur-
render your own will. Jesus said, “As I listen to the Father, I make my judgments. My judg-
ments are right because I don’t try to do what I want but what the one who sent me wants”
(Jn 5:30 GWT). Wills frequently clash, so there are choices you must make, and maintain,
if you want to walk in obedience to God (See Mt 26:39). Begin your search by surren-
dering your will; then focus your heart and mind on God and His enlightening Word. Once
you accept that He is the leader and you are the follower, it’s a lot easier to say, “I delight
to do thy will, O…God…thy law is within my heart” (Ps 40:8). 
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THURSDAY SEPTEMBER 11

“Lay aside every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares.”
Heb 12:1 NKJV

IS THERE “JUNK” IN YOUR LIFE?

Picture a big ship being worked on in dry dock. Beneath the waterline is all the “junk”
it has picked up during its voyages. Nobody can see it, but an experienced captain

can feel it because his ship lacks the “oomph” it once had. As a result, companies com-
plain that it takes too long to get goods for their customers, and the ship’s owners are un-
happy because it hurts their bottom line in a competitive market. The effort required to
remove the “junk” is backbreaking and time-consuming, but there’s no other way to do it.
Finally, after months of hard work the dry dock is flooded with water, the gates open, and
the big vessel heads out to sea and back into the profit column. Writing to the believers
at Corinth, Paul says, “Examine yourselves as to whether you are in the faith. Test your-
selves” (2Co 13:5 NKJV). Let’s be honest; it’s easier to examine your neighbor than to ex-
amine yourself, or to talk about what you once accomplished rather than what you’re
accomplishing now. Are you slowing down? Are you losing spiritual momentum? Are you
in the profit or loss column? You’ll find the answer under the waterline where only God
and you can see. Carelessness, a critical spirit, compromise, conformity to the world,
and coldness of heart: that’s the “junk” that builds up and slows you down. These are the
subtle sins you must deal with in order to be everything God called you to be and enjoy
the blessings He has in store for you. 

FRIDAY SEPTEMBER 12

“Oh, that I knew where I might find Him.” Job 23:3 NKJV
YOUR ANSWER IS—GOD! 

Job’s troubles lasted almost a year. In that year he lost his children, his money, and his
health. That’s when he prayed, “Oh, that I knew where I might find Him.” Notice, Job

didn’t pray, “Oh, that I knew how to get back my children, my money, and my health.” He
focused on none of those things. He realized that when you are in right standing with
God, all the rest will fall into place. Here’s a truth you learn when you lose what you love:
when you’ve nothing left but God, you discover that God is enough! Much of the book of
Job is about him arguing with God and complaining about his lot in life. Are you doing
that? If you are, don’t worry. God can handle it. As long as your eyes are on Him, He can
correct you, teach you, help you, and cause you to grow stronger in faith. Job wasn’t privy
to what had gone on behind the scenes. He didn’t know that a discussion had taken
place between God and Satan in which Satan said, “If you strip Job of all he has, he will
curse you” (See Job1:11). But God knew differently, so He allowed Satan to attack Job for
a season. When it was over, God hadn’t changed His mind about Job and Job hadn’t
changed his mind about God. The only one who had changed his mind was Satan! If
you’re wondering how the story ends: “The Lord blessed the latter days of Job more than
his beginning” (Job 42:12 NKJV). So if you’re in trouble today, your answer is—God. Keep
trusting Him and He will bring you out victorious!

INNER BEAUTY

Alady flew across the nation to tell a talk show host how her husband had left her for
another woman. The lady, who was young, vibrant, and beautiful, pulled out a pho-

tograph and said, “Just look at her. He left me for that!” The host concluded, “Sadly, we’ve
been conditioned to think that ‘looks’ are all-important, when, in fact, they’re not.” Never-
theless we keep measuring, comparing, and beating ourselves up because we fall short.
If you can’t enjoy who you are because of what you’re not, you’ll never be happy. Adver-
tisers spend billions of dollars getting us to decorate a shell that’s in a losing battle with
Mother Nature and Father Time—all in an effort to create what we think will attract others.
And when it doesn’t work, we get depressed and wonder what went wrong. Sure, it’s im-
portant to look your best, but when you’re obsessed with your appearance you become
superficial. And others lose respect for you because they discover that although the box
is beautifully wrapped, it’s empty. If you want to know what ultimately wins hearts and at-
tracts the right people, read these words: “I pray that from his glorious, unlimited resources
he will empower you with inner strength through his Spirit. Then Christ will make his home
in your hearts as you trust in him. Your roots will grow down into God’s love…And may
you have the power to understand…how long, how high, and how deep his love [for you]
is…Then you will be made complete” (vv.16-19 NLT). That’s the secret to inner beauty! 

WEDNESDAY OCTOBER 1

“We share in his sufferings…that we may also share in his glory.”
Ro 8:17 NIV

CHRISTLIKENESS

God’s number-one goal for you isn’t comfort, it’s Christlikeness! And to reach it you’ll
have to undergo some of the same experiences that Jesus went through—like being

misunderstood by your family, ridiculed by church folks, rejected by the world, and dis-
appointed by the people who say they love you. The Bible says we’ve been called to
“share in his sufferings…that we may also share in his glory.” So how do we do this? In
three ways: (1) Stay focused on God’s plan, not your pain. “Let us run with endurance the
race God has set before us. We do this by keeping our eyes on Jesus, the champion who
initiates and perfects our faith” (Heb12:1-2 NLT). Corrie ten Boom said, “If you look within
you’ll feel depressed, if you look without you’ll be distressed, but if you look to Christ you’ll
be at rest.” (2) Don’t give in to short-term thinking. Look at Jesus, “Because of the joy await-
ing him, he endured the cross” (v. 2 NLT). Keep your eye on the end game. You don’t get
the trophy until the race is over, so make up your mind to “stay the course” and finish
strong. (3) Start praying the right way. When you understand that God’s objective is to
make you more like Christ, you’ll start praying fewer “comfort me” prayers and more “con-
form me” ones. Instead of asking, “Why me, Lord?” you’ll ask, “What do You want me to
learn, Lord?” James writes, “Let the process go on until…you have become men [and
women] of mature character” (Jas 1:4 PHPS). That’s how you become more Christlike.

FRIENDSHIP (2)

In life you’ll have many acquaintances, but few friends. And that’s okay, especially if you
value quality over quantity. Just because you have good social skills doesn’t mean you’ll

have good friends. Sometimes people who are “the life of the party” are the loneliest be-
cause they live with a core fear that says, “If you really knew me you wouldn’t want me.”
Sadly, they’re often the ones who become workaholics and try to lose themselves in
achievement. Or their unmet needs drive them into multiple affairs. Or they get into mood-
altering substances that lead to addiction. In the parable of the prodigal son we read these
words: “When he had spent all, there arose a severe famine in that land, and he began
to be in want…and no one gave him anything” (Lk15:14-16 NKJV). It’s time you recon-
sidered what true friendship is. It’s not what some of your business buddies spout when
they vent their ego concerning their latest success. If you read between the lines, chances
are what they’re really saying is, “See how wonderful I am. And as long as you’re in my
league you can be my friend.” That’s fickle! “A friend loves at all times, and a brother is born
for adversity.” In Old Testament times friends entered into a covenant by exchanging a
shoe and a sword. The shoe meant, “I’ll go to wherever you are and I’ll stand with you.”
The sword meant, “I’ll fight for you and lay down my life for you.” The question is: Are you
willing to become that kind of friend?

SATURDAY OCTOBER 25

“Not my will, but yours be done.” Lk 22:42 NIV 
BROKENNESS 

If your goal is to be used by God, don’t be surprised when He permits seasons of ad-
versity and brokenness. Jesus experienced it, and He said, “A servant is not greater than

his master” (Jn 15:20 NKJV). One Bible teacher points out: “God’s intent isn’t to hurt us,
but to expand our capacity to carry His love to a world in need of compassion…Sorrow
clarifies our thinking. In the school of Christ, brokenness is a good thing. It’s impossible to
become intimate with God unless we’re broken of independence, pride, and our insis-
tence that our way is better than God’s. Brokenness is the last stop before we finally con-
fess, ‘I can’t; God can.’ It’s Paul confessing, ‘What a wretched man I am. Who will rescue
me from this body of death?’ (Ro 7:24 NIV). It’s the Prodigal fighting with the pigs over
food (Lk 15:11-32). It’s Joseph, still in prison, forgotten by the cupbearer (Ge 40:23). It’s
Jonah in the whale’s belly confessing the consequences of running from God (Jnh 2:1-9).
It’s Peter weeping bitterly outside Jesus’ trial (Lk 22:62). It’s Jesus abandoning every-
thing to God, praying, ‘Father…not my will but yours be done’ (Lk 22:42 NIV)…God in His
ruthless, loving pursuit will break us of pride, sin, folly, and independence (Mt 21:44).
Like Jesus serving bread at the Last Supper, God takes us, breaks us, blesses us, and uses
us.” Are you going through a season of brokenness? Be encouraged; in God’s kingdom
brokenness is the path to blessing. Watchman Nee put it this way: “To have God do His
own work through us, even once, is better than a lifetime of human striving.”

“Whatever you ask for in prayer, believe…and it will be yours.”
Mk 11:24 NIV

PRAYER (1)

When you pray: (1) Use your faith. William Ward says: “We stamp and address an
envelope and send it on its way with complete confidence that it will reach its des-

tination. Yet we wonder, and even doubt if our prayers will be heard by an ever-present,
ever-loving God.” Wrap your prayer in expectation. God doesn’t respond to your need, He
responds to your faith. (2) Don’t worry about using the right words. Jesus said of the Phar-
isees, “They think they will be heard because of their many words” (Mt 6:7 NIV). Ever
heard the lawyer’s version of “Give us this day our daily bread”? (Mt 6:11). “We respect-
fully petition, request and entreat that a due and adequate provision be made, this day and
date first above and inscribed, for the satisfying of petitioners’ nutritional requirements, and
for the organizing of such methods of allocation and distribution as may be deemed nec-
essary and proper, to assume the reception by and for said petitioners of such quantity of
cereal products (hereinafter and herein called “bread”), and shall in the judgment of the
aforesaid petitioners constitute a sufficient amount.” That’s eighty words! Jesus used only
seven! Sometimes the most effective praying is brief and to the point. (3) Be specific. Jesus
said, “You will be given whatever you ask for in my name” (See Jn16:23). The great thing
about being specific is that whenever God answers, you know it. The loved one you prayed
for got saved. The sickness got healed. The more explicit you are, the more alert you’ll be
for answers—which means you can be more specific with your thanks to God. 

SUNDAY NOVEMBER 16

“When you pray, go into your room, close the door.” Mt 6:6 NIV
PRAYER (2)

Have you ever tried to have a conversation with a toddler? When you’re in the middle
of a sentence, they figure it’s a good time to play with their toys or chase the dog

around the house. Sometimes that’s how we treat God. We give Him a few hurried min-
utes and scattered thoughts, but we don’t set aside a time and place to give Him our full
attention. We forget that the place of prayer is also the place of answered prayer! Our prob-
lem is “the war of wandering thoughts.” Things we’ve forgotten suddenly “parade” across
our consciousness, demanding our attention. And as James says, if we’re “double minded”
we don’t get answers to our prayers (See Jas 1:8). What can we do? (1) Pray aloud. This
makes it difficult for your mind to wander. You may feel awkward at first, but you’ll soon
get comfortable with it. (2) Jot down distracting thoughts. When the ticker tape starts
running, write each thing down and forget it until later. And if you still can’t help thinking
about it, take it to God in prayer. (3) Keep a journal. Sometimes we don’t really know what
we want or how we feel about something until we put it in writing. Then, like a mirror, there
it is: your deepest needs and yearnings in front of you—and God. Tell Him your longings
and let Him purify them. Tell Him your temptations and let Him strengthen you. Tell Him
your resentments and let Him forgive you, and empower you to forgive others. There’s no
greater privilege than the privilege of prayer, so don’t neglect it. 
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
